State of the Environment Statistics
for Tweed Shire Council

There are over 50 environmental volunteer groups in
the shire. Put together, they contribute vast amount of
time and energy towards the conservation of the regions
native flora and fauna. Tweed Landcare and Tweed
Shire Council have been working together to develop a
way in which the efforts of all these groups can be
measured collectively.

The outcome of this work has been the development
of a standard reporting template to compile all ‘regen’
and ‘revege’ projects in the shire each year. The
reporting template will help to:

- Improve coordination and cooperation between
all organisations participating in catchment
management.

Record the number of hours worked and the
area (in hectares or metres for riparian)
Communicate annual trends in bushland
management and community participation
(which will be reported on in the shires annual
SoE Report)

Increase funding opportunites for groups and
improve how environmental management
resources are allocated.

Encourage increased participation rates for
conservation activities in the shire.

To be truly effective, the involvement of every group
is vital. As such, Tweed Landcare is calling for all local
environmental volunteer groups to participate in the
annual reporting process. A template was forwarded to
Landcre groups.

FLORA NOTES
FLOWERING

Commersonia bartramia Scrub Christmas Tree, Brown
Kurrajong

Still flowering since before Christmas!

This tree is often seen growing on roadsides and edges of
forest. It has an attractive layered habit of growth and the
white flowers are produced at this time of year. The leaves are
large, egg-shaped and finely serrated.

Acacia melanoxylon Sally Wattle, Black Wood has cream
“ball” flowers.

Hibiscus tiliaceus Cottonwood, has a hibiscus-type flower. It
is yellow with a red throat and is often seen floating in the
water.

Brush Box, (Lophostemon confertus) cream flowers.
Cudgerie (Flindersia schottiana) Flowers very showy “white,
with a honey like fragrance, in large terminal panicles” (Floyd
p334).

Mallotus philippensis Red Kamala, has small, red fruits.
These are three-lobed capsules covered with a “deep red
powdery glandular substance” (Floyd p 152).

Riberry (Syzygium luehmannii) has red fruits.

Glory Lily Gloriosa superba is flowering now —on the dunes.
This is definitely one to get under control.
