The National Landcare Program has sponsored a
program of workshops focusing on land capability
assessment and understanding soil testing. The
workshops include half price aerial photographs of
your property, soil tests, free equipment and
excellent resources.

Climate, landscapes and soils are inter-
related. Different parts of a property and different
soils vary in their susceptibility to periods of low
rainfall. This knowledge influences management
plans and financial decions.

“Landscan 1 —Land capability
assessment” is a two day workshop costing $60.
Participants are shown how to read landscape and
vegetation features to identify strengths and
weaknesses in their land. Large aerial photographs
are used for property planing and these are supplied
at $100, less than half the usual cost. The
workshops discuss climate instability and strategies
to adapt. The root causes of long term degradation
problems are explained and practical management
options considered.

Landscan 2 — soils and soil test
interpretation is a two day workshop over 2
separate days, costing $60. It is for those who want
to really understand their soils and independently
assess their options. Participants are shown how the
physical, biological and chemical properties of soils
fit together. You will receive some free basic soil test
equipment and information resources and be shown
how to collect samples for laboratory analysis. One
test is free but multiple samples can be processed
for an additional $50 each. When the results come
back a second workshop is held to explain in detalil
what the numbers mean for your property.

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Brunswick NRCMA Projects near
completion and a new population of
Hairy Quandong found.

NRCMA funding has produced amazing transformations on
properties in Upper Pocket, Blindmouth, Durrumbul and Upper
Mullumbimby Creek. The capacity for the restoration of native
vegetation within short time frames has been beyond
expectations. After a series of dry years, the good rains of the
last year led to some great seedling recruitment once the
lantana was cleared. Whilst recently lopping lantana and
liberating struggling native saplings in Blindmouth ,bush
regenerator Darren Bailey found he was adjacent to a
significant stand of the endangered Hairy Quandong
(Eleaocarpus wiliamsianus).This is the eleventh known
population to be recorded-it is only known on a few sites in the
Tweed and Brunswick.

Project history

BVL has recently been managing three NRCMA projects in the
Brunswick catchment following the successful joint tender in late 2005,
in partnership with Byron Shire Council [BSC] and Wilsons
Creek/Huonbrook Landcare, [WCHL].

A total of $46, 500 has been put into on ground restoration works in
the upper reaches of the catchment through the @onservation and
enhancement of Biodiversity in high priority areas through voluntary
agreements project €5tages one and two [$31,500] and the ®iparian
ecosystem restoration project §16,000]. A total of 34.6 hectares of
HCV vegetation and 2kms of riparian zone will have been brought
under @ctive management €'he HCV Stage two project was
completed at the end of June whilst the Riparian and HCV Stage one
projects will be completed by the end of September.

Rare and threatened flora and fauna on project sites
The sites were chosen for their conservation values and their capacity
to be rehabilitated. Specifically with the riparian project, the habitat of
threatened flora and fauna species was to be enhanced and further
protected. Sites included species such as Long-leaved Tuckeroo
(Cupaniopsis newmanii), Coolamon (Syzygium moorei), Boppel nut
(Hicksbeachia pinnatifolia) and Bush nut (Macadamia tetraphylla),
Veiny lace-flower (Archidendron meullerianum).

Byron Shire Council has identified the lower creek areas at
Blindmouth as possible habitat for the Bush-hen. During site visits the
bush regenerators, Darren Bailey and Mark Evans, recorded the
Richmond Birdwing butterfly, the White Eared Monarch, Rose crowned
Fruit dove and the Wompoo pigeon .At Blindmouth there was always
the likelihood of finding the extremely rare Smooth Leaved Davidson®
plum and the Hairy Quandong (Eleaocarpus williamsianus).Darren’s
find has been especially apt result for a project aimed at protecting the
habitat of rare and threatened species.

Landholder involvement

Landholders have been fantastic in their support of the projects
and with their in-kind contributions. They have found that being
able to work on ground with the Bush regenerators has not
only increased the amount of work done but has increased
their knowledge of bush regeneration and site management
skills. All landholders signed voluntary agreements with the
NRCMA to continue to manage and maintain their project site
for 10 years.

BVL project strategy

BVL has developed a strategic approach with its project work
focusing on creating connectivity and strengthening wildlife
corridors in areas of High Conservation Value. Other BVL
projects funded by the Envirofund and the Environmental Trust
have been developed to complement the NRCMA projects.

A particular focus has been to create a buffer around the Inner
Pocket Nature Reserve and to consolidate the regional corridor
between the Skyline ridgeline and the Chincogan ridgeline
Since 2004, seven properties in the Upper Pocket and two
properties at Durrumbul have been involved in BVL projects
This new funding brought in two new properties in Blindmouth
and one in Durrumbul with works having been extended on
three of the previous HCV sites.

More riparian work has been undertaken at Upper Mullumbimby
Creek, another focus area for BVL project work. Previous NRCMA -
HCYV projects managed by BVL have funded regeneration works on
three properties there and current Environmental Trust funding has
allowed BVL to expand its work onto other properties in the valley
which will also ensure some maintenance on the previous HCV sites.
Madeira vine is a big problem in this top of catchment waterway and
BVL needs to source more funding to continue restoration works in this
area.

Community workshops funded by the projects

Some of the “training ‘funding was put into the 2006 Brunswick Nature
Festival in June 06.Three workshops specific to the project outcomes
were offered: ‘Rare and precious plants’ [looking at threatened species
in the Brunswick], ‘Bush regeneration principles’, and ‘Mullumbimby
creek walk: Understanding high conservation value vegetation ‘. Over
500 people attended the day.

As part of the Riparian and HCV projects a Community Workshop on
managing riparian zones in HCV vegetation areas was held on June
24 at Upper Mullumbimby Creek. A flier on how to treat Madeira vine
and other environmental weeds in the upper catchment was also
distributed to 60 households in Left Bank Rd.

BVL is planning a workshop on how to manage lantana in November.
With Mark Evans as trainer, participants will visit the two Blindmouth
sites [near Main Arm] to review the results of the HCV and Riparian
projects and learn about the different methods of treating lantana.
Large patches of lantana adjacent to riparian zones surrounded by
HCYV rainforest in top of the catchment streams have characterised
many of these NRCMA sites. Sue Bower used her new ‘splodging gun’
at the Upper Pocket site with great results achieved.[see photo]

Pencil Cedar, Bleeding Heart, Celery Wood, Macaranga,Poison
Peach and much more are now re-colonising [see photo].

BVL is encouraging landholders involved in these projects to
seek further funding for these important sites through the Bush
Recovery grants.

And Spring continues....
Have you noticed the fresh new
growth on the Camphor laurel?

- Hard Quandong Elaeocarpus obovatus: The
small white flowers are in bud giving this stately
tree a lighter green appearance. The flowers
are in racemes and are small, dainty and
delicate with five fringed petals. There’s a photo
Nicholson Vol 2, p28.

Hovea sp. can be seen in a mass of small,
purple pea flowers in Sclerophyll (Eucalypt)
forests.

Soft Corkwood Duboisia myoporoides has
white flowers in terminal panicles, usually
much-branched at the ends of the branchlets
(Floyd p385).

Scrub Turpentine Rhodamnia rubescens has
fragrant, white flowers. This tree has reddish-
brown fissured bark.

Native Wisteria Callerya megasperma
(Millettia megasperma) is a vine with mauve,
purple flowers.

Black Teak, Bastard Crows Ash Pentaceras
australis, has white, honey scented flowers in
much-branched panicles at the ends of the
branches (Floyd 343).

Quintinia verdonii Grey Possumwood is
flowering in yellow racemes (could be confused
with Acacia flowers from a distance).

Daviesia sp. is flowering with a yellow pea

flower. This understorey species can be found
in Sclerophyll (Eucalypt) Forest.

Syncarpia glomulifera Turpentine has cream
flowers clustered in dense, fluffy balls. This tree
has a deeply furrowed bark.

Some of the local Ironbarks Eucalyptus sp. are
flowering.

Eucalyptus propinqua Grey Gum can be
distinguished this time of year by the orange
blotches on the bark. This is one of the local food
trees for koalas.

Foambark Jagera pseudorhus The fruit
is a capsule, densely covered with pinkish purple
turning yellowish brown with rigid, itchy hairs (Floyd
p366). Be wary of these itchy hairs. On many
trees the fruit is hanging in abundant yellow-brown
clusters. This is one of our hardy, pioneer trees so
it is pleasing to see them reproducing.
