World Environment Day  
World Environment Day is June 5 each year and this year 
local celebrations were held the following weekend at the 
West Byron Wetlands.  As part of a partnership between 
BVL and the Byron Shire Council, each takes turns to 
host a WED event. The Brunswick Nature Fest was held 
last year and this year was council’s turn. The 
celebrations included bird walks through the wetlands, 
stalls and discussion forums. BVL held an information 
stall and raised some much needed funds with a BBQ. 
 
Volunteer Annette Stanton cooks up some tasty snags. 

 
Tyagarah Walk 
BVL’s walk from Brunswick Heads to Tyagarah turned out to be a great event with 26 people 
putting on their walking boots for the 7.3 km hike along the track at the back of the dunes. The 
walk was lead by a number of local flora and fauna experts; Brendan Taylor, Rex Fisher and Ian 
Parer, and walkers got the chance for one-to-one discussions about the ecology of the dunes. Rex 
pointed out the different habitat zones and which bird species would be found in them, as well as 
the types of bills that birds have that can give you insights into the types of food they eat. Brendan 
talked about the way wildlife species move around seasonally and mentioned that at this time of 
year it’s possible to see “trains” of echidnas with a number of males following females around for 
the mating season. He also talked about the threatened long-nosed potoroos that are known to 
occur in the area. Ian covered the history of the dune vegetation including the clearing during 
sandmining and introduction of a number of plant species, some exotic, such as bitou bush, and 
some native to other areas of Australia such as horsetail she-oak and coastal tea-tree. Around 15 
bird species were spotted, a small number considering the 130 or so species that are likely to 
occur in the area. Thanks as always to the wonderful volunteers who make these events possible 
and the people who come along and make them worthwhile 
 

NRCMA Board Visit 
Board memebers and senior officials from the Northern Rivers Catchment Management Authority 
recently visited the Byron Shire. Following a Board meeting they toured the local area to see some 
of our Landcare and Dunecare sites. The group met with local Landcarers, council staff, and 
Marine Parks and NPWS rangers for an inspiring presentation by the Byron Bird Buddies at the 
West Byron Wetlands. This was followed by a 
visit to a local prawn trawling boat recently fitted 
with nets designed to reduce by-catch. They 
had a quick look at the Brunswick Heads 
Dunecare site where volunteers have been 
planting native plants and controlling weeds, 
and where a large area of bitou bush has been 
slashed. The last stop was at the Brunswick 
Heads Landcare site at Terrace Park on the 
banks of Simpsons Creek where Gillian 
Secombe and other volunteers have been 
working to manage the variety of issues there 
including feral roosters, high visitor impacts, 
rubbish dumping and erosion of a large midden.

Species Profiles 
 

Fantastic Fauna - Mitchell’s Rainforest Snail Thersites mitchellae 
by John Lindsay 
 

A common object found on bush walks in this region, are the empty shells of quite large 
species of land snails. There are six such species, and when compared to the common European 
garden snail (Helix spp) some of them appear to be similar in size and shape.  

The habitat of these local nocturnal snails seems to extend from rainforest through to the 
low lying slightly elevated areas of remnant forest around coastal and inland wetlands. Their 
presence can be determined by the empty shells discarded by predators. Finding the living 
specimen can be difficult, they hide by day in leaf litter, amongst rock piles and in between tree 
roots. After rain they can be found at night gliding around with their seemingly large shell high on 
their back. 
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As a group their diet is largely unknown. The flat 
Pedinogyra snail is known to be a predator of the other 
snails while the other five species are thought to feed on 
fungi, lichens and the contents of leaf litter. None of these 
species are a problem for the home gardener. Many of 
these species are preyed upon by the noisy pitta. These 
colourful birds often smash their prey on rocks and roots 
and leave a mess of broken shells. A variety of rats and 
birds also include these snails in their diet. 

The most interesting of the local species is the 
rare and endangered Mitchells rainforest snail (Thersites 
mitchellae). This species was common in the original 
lowland rainforest areas from Ballina to the Tweed until 
the removal of its habitat caused a reduction in numbers. 
It is now known to occur in a variety of locations 
extending from Lennox Head to the Tweed. Initially it was 
thought to be a lowland species, but recent discoveries of 
populations in forested upland areas of local coastal 
ranges, has necessitated a rethink of its local distribution. 

Identification of all of these species is made on the 
basis of their shell shape. The mature specimens are the easiest to identify. A photograph of the 
Mitchell’s snail is found below and its distinguishing features include the conical nature of the shell, 
with brighter yellow bands and an almost black fleshy body with a lighter line running from between 
the stalked eyes up along the back to the shell.  

The Mitchells snail is very rare and endangered, and the collection of living specimens is 
prohibited. The empty shells and photographs can be taken to local NPWS offices, or sent to the 
NPWS Threatened Species Unit in Coffs Harbour for identification.

Woeful Weed of the Week - Bitou Bush  Chrysanthemoides monilifera subsp. 
rotundata 

Bitou bush is one of the most common weeds that we see along 
the dunes. It has fleshy leaves and bright yellow flowers. Bitou 
bush forms thickets and can scramble up trees, smothering native 
vegetation and preventing regeneration of native plants. It 
reproduces by seeds that are spread by birds, animals, people and 
by water. It was introduced to stabilise dunes after sand mining and 
has now become one of the Australia’s worst weeds, being 
recognised as a Weed of National Significance, and listed as a 
Noxious Weed in the North Coast region. Bitou bush can be 

removed by using the ‘cut, scrape and paint’ method with glyphosate at 1:1.5, or sprayed with 
glyphosate at a dilution of 1:200.   

Follow-up work is needed to help establish native vegetation when bitou is removed, as the 
seeds can remain in the soil and re-establish the infestation. 
Other weeds that are more difficult to control, such as glory lily 
(Gloriosa superba), can also invade the newly cleared areas.

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‘Hands-on’ Landcare Hints 
 

Suggestions needed on how to use palm fronds 
Dumping of palm fronds is becoming something of a problem, so we would like to give palm 
owners some practical suggestions on how to deal with them rather than waste such a valuable 
resource. We have listed some suggestions below. If you have any further ideas, please email 
Rebecca Lines-Kelly at michael.lk@hotkey.net.au and we will collate all ideas into a BVL 
information sheet. 

Palm fronds are a fabulous resource for gardening and bush regeneration. They are 
excellent mulch in the vegetable garden because they provide enduring fibrous organic matter, 
particularly good for clay soils. 
 
Uses for palm fronds 
Option 1: Cut them up into small pieces with loppers or secateurs and spread on garden beds. 
Option 2: Using long-handled clippers, cut the frond section from the sheath and lay on the soil as 
mulch. The sooner you do this after the palm frond falls, the easier it is to cut. Fronds are 
particularly useful under trees and along paths in the vegetable garden. They last about a year. 
 
Uses for sheaths 
When fresh or wet, sheaths can be torn easily into long strips. 
Using secateurs, clippers or scissors, make nicks along the tree-
side edge of the sheath about 5cm apart. If the sheath is really 
wet you can make the nicks with your hands. Starting at the nicks, 
tear the sheath into long strips. You won©t be able tear right 
through the stalk end, so you can either leave the strips attached 
or you can cut off the stalk end with clippers. 
Option 1: You can use torn strips of the sheath for mulch, and the tougher stalk ends as the base 
of a new compost heap because they will provide air to the bottom of the heap and encourage 
decomposition. 
Option 2: When you get sheaths that have a very rounded basin shape, you can use them as water 
bowls for wildlife. Change the water regularly to prevent mosquitoes hatching, and watch for cane 
toad eggs and tadpoles.
